Talk with othersabout what you are going through. Demanding secrecy is a common practice designed to protect people who are abusing others.
Seek guidancefrom your parents/guardian or other family member. Talk to a health care provider to sort out what to do.

Refuse to participate Or, leave the group. Walking away from hazing takes strength, and quitting takes character.
