 Advisors & Students: Grade Reporting Decoded! 

Itõs nearly that time of year again, when SALP requests rosters, induction forms, and exit forms from chapters 

in order to process grades for each organization. Throughout the year SALP receives phone calls and e-mails 

about inaccurate grade reports, or requests for reports past the deadline. In an attempt to   minimize some of 

the confusion, below are the documents and steps SALP requires to run your chapterõs grade reports: 

1. E-mail or bring in a current, accurate chapter roster to the Greek GA by November 28. Only students on 

this roster will be shown on your grade report. Rosters must include first, middle, and last names, and 

WIN numbers. Do not list Social Security numbers.  

2. Also e-mail or bring in induction forms and exit forms to the Greek GA by November 28. These forms tell 

SALP who has accepted membership into your organization in the last semester, and who has left the 

chapter due to graduation, expulsion, transfer, etc.  

3. Be patient! Professors must turn in grades to the Registrar by December 16. Then, it will take the Greek 

GA approximately 1 week to process grade reports. Late forms and inaccurate rosters delay this          

process significantly. 

4. Check your e-mail! The Greek GA will e-mail an Excel version of your grade report to the chapter       

president, as well as a breakdown of the communityõs grades.  

5. If errors were made by SALP staff, notify the Greek GA immediately and we will correct the error. If the 

error was on the chapterõs part (i.e. inaccurate roster, induction or exit forms, etc.) no changes will be 

made until the next semester.
